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DOMINO THEORY AND THE SPREAD OF ISLAMIC FUNDAMENTALISM IN AFRICA: POST GHADAFI ERA IN PERSPECTIVE

The domino theory of international political interaction, which seemed laid to rest decades ago, rose in a more generalized form as an explanation of the geographical incidence of turmoil and the spread of fundamentalism in Africa after the fall of M. Ghadafi. The geographical cliché of a falling row of dominoes emphasizes what deem to be a contagious spreading of eruptions or instability from country to country in an epidemic fashion. 
The crises in Libya has led to the spread of Islamic fundamentalism in Mali and Nigeria, Niger, Cameroon etc. ultimately destabilizing the broader region. Which has ultimately created a situation of political and social uncertainty, and a new birth of insurgency and ultimately terrorism in North and West African states. The author examines and analyzes the continue spread of extremists and radical ideologies in the region. 
The paper among others concludes, that the subsequent infiltration by numerous movements with different aims, ranging from arms-dealing to taking control of oil production, or the expansion of the Islamic state through the contemporary Jihad has had serious implications for peace, cooperation and stability, making states susceptible to terrorist attacks and perpetual conflict and instability.
