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The war and revolution in the East of Europe: the dilemmas of French
diplomacy (1914-1920)

When the World War started the contemporaries perceived it as something
similar to the European wars of the second half of the XIXth century. The
belligerents certainly expected to get some territorial, financial or political benefits
from it. But their plans were very vague because they understood that everything
would depend in the first place on the scale of victory. And in no case, France and
its allies did endeavor to destroy the East European empires.

Quite on the contrary, the French considered the maintaining of the Russian,
Austro-Hungarian and even Ottoman empires as a condition of future stability of
the international order. The Turkish sultan and Austrian emperor had been for a
long-time important pillar of France’s “alliances d’arriére”, directed against its
“historic” rivals — initially the Holy Roman emperors, later the kings of Prussia.
Since the end of the XIXth century, it was the Russian empire that began to offer to
the French likewise guarantees of security. And it was evident that all the three
“historic allies” of France in the East of Europe were still capable to render it
valuable service.

It was France that was probably most eager among the Entente powers to
wage the World War “to the bitter end”. The French understood that only military
victory over Germany could render them back the provinces of Alsace and Lorrain.
However, they were quite aware that the Eastern European empires were the first
to suffer from the war going on and on. The French narrowly escaped the disaster
of military defeat due to the Russian revolution which had left them without the
most valuable ally on the continent. They didn’t enjoy at all the disasters that
occurred to Austria-Hungary and Turkey at the end of the war although these

countries had belonged to the enemy coalition.



Hence the dilemma that the French were facing during the war and
immediately after it: there was nothing they would hesitate to sacrifice on the altar
of the victory, but they mightn’t notice that willingly or not they did contribute to

the destruction of the traditional basis of the European order and security.
