Theses of the report “Social problems of India: the specifics and possibilities of
their solution at the present time”

The aim of the report is the analysis of social problems of India at the present
time, their estimates and specific characteristics as well as possibilities of their
solution during the 1990-2010s, e.g. the period of the liberal reforms.

The author focuses on the problem of poverty, drawing attention to its
incidence both according to the international statistics and the national one. The
author studies the principal poverty alleviation programmes including the Integrated
Rural Development Programme, The National Rural Employment Programme, the
Rural Landless Employment Guarantee Programme, Swarnajayanti Gram Swarozgar
Yojana and Jawahar Gram Samridhi Yojana. The author draws attention to the
connection between poverty and some other social problems in India such as
unemployment, undernourishment, poor human resource development.

There is the analysis of the population problem in India in the report. The
author presents data on crude birth and death rates, its trends in the XX-XXI
centuries, as well as causes of their changes. There is the analysis of causes of the
high birth rate in India (both social and economic factors), main remedies for
population explosion according to the Indian economists, and the evolution of the
Indian population policy in 1947-2010s, including family planning under Five Year
Plans.

In the end the author presents the Indian concept of sustainable development
of the national economy — the Kerala model, its origin of the development and
transformation during the 1990-2010s.
