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Today the question of modernizing the Russian economy, as well as some other areas, is discussed at the highest level and is one of the main concepts of the country development. However, as noted by D. Williams “Despite the huge amount of intellectual energy that went into it, modernization theory in fact is rather unclear on how these changes might be brought about”
. 

Any forced modernization of the state will require a strong, controlled, capable of complex maneuvers command state machine, i.e. a subject of reform. Such a subject is not only absent, but, apparently, and can not be generated by this society in the foreseeable future. Here clearly echoes the Huntington’s thesis, where a "subject of reform" is the ruling elite, that is, we are talking about statist the basis of any successful catching-up development is the statist foundation
.

In a situation of universally recognized world market downturn the state will be doomed to a reduction in the rate of economic growth, if it does not find domestic sources of development, offsetting the external slump. The only way out of this situation is ensuring normal and stable growth in the organic modernization of Russian industry, which is impossible to conduct without a conscious policy of a particular joint efforts of state power and private capital, which has been developed over the last decade in Russia as an economic force and, as a potential at least not inferior to public sector.

Over the last 10-15 years in Russia was built a formally normal market economy and market infrastructure, legal system, parliamentary system, etc. with respect to meeting the international and European standards
.

The diversification of the Russian economy on the basis of a radical modernization of its technological, institutional, personnel and management framework is essential for the realization of national interests and integration into the global economy
.

However, the main problem is that the government unduly optimistic about the situation of modernization and development process
. 
The current situation of the Russian economy in the world economy, accumulated unsolved problems actualized the task of making necessary adjustments in the foreign policy substantially increasing those of its direction, which until recently has been neglected. First and foremost, the opening of the domestic market to foreign competition, coupled with flexible protection to domestic producers, as well as support for exporters in foreign markets.
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
